Item 307 #6s – Howell – Restores the 1% rate reduction from last year and increases the reimbursement rate for personal care by 4%
Item 307 #11s – Wagner – Restores personal care hours from 48 to 56 hours per week for individuals
Item 307 #13s – Miller – Also restores hours from 48 to 56
Item 307 #13s – Howell - Restores Medicaid eligibility at 250% of Supplemental Security Income (SSI) instead of the proposed 300% SSI
*Item 307 #27s – Howell – Provides an audit methodology that DMAS must implement including:
1. A review of no more than a 12 continuous month period unless evidence of fraud or abuse warrants an expanded audit period;
2. A sampling of providers to be audited to assure fairness;
3. A random selection methodology to choose a sufficient number of individual Medicaid records for audit that is statistically valid and reliable and would represent the overall practice of the service provider in billing for services;
4. A methodology for calculating the assessment of payment retractions for errors in service billing that is based upon a unit of service rather than a claim that may include more than one unit of service;
The budget amendment requires providers participate in the development of these methodologies.  Success will be determined by reductions in audit finding appeals, audit findings challenged in circuit court and court findings siding with providers that reduced or eliminated the retraction of payments.

Please ask Senator Howell to amend her language to say “Retractions shall only apply to the sample audited” to ensure small samples are not then extrapolated to your entire case-load!
